The NCSEA Board met on January 25 in 
San Francisco; and they will meet again on 
February 28, the day before the Winter 
Institute starts, in Austin, Texas.  The 
January meeting was added to the usual 
quarterly schedule, in order to better address 
the strategic plan and budget.  More news 
on Board decisions will be forthcoming 
throughout the year, but two items of 
particular note to individual NCSEA 
Committee Members and to MO Boards 
setting their budgets for the next year, are 
the following: 
 
1. The Board listened to volunteers sitting 

on NCSEA committees, who felt they 
were not only missing work but they 
were also subsidizing NCSEA from 
their pocketbooks each time they 
attended a meeting.  As of February 1, 
2008, volunteers serving on NCSEA 
committees or the NCSEA Board will 
be reimbursed up to $700 for their hotel 
and transportation expenses.  Only two 
years ago, the maximum amount was 
$350, i.e., a 100% increase in two years. 
 

2. You know what’s coming.  Dues will 
increase on September 1, for the 
September 1, 2008 to August 31, 2009 
membership year.  The good news is, 
the increase is only $1 per individual 
member of your MO.  That is a dues 
rate of only $16 per person, probably 
among the lowest dues existing for a 
national association, not to mention an 
association offering a great monthly 
magazine like STRUCTURE. 
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If you are not currently an SECB 
certificant, now is the time to apply. 
Qualifying engineers have until June 1, 
2008 to use the Grandfathering option 
offered by SECB.
