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The Structural Engineering Certification
Board (SECB) is reminding all uncertified
structural engineers that the deadline to apply
through the Grandfathering Provision is fast
approaching. After June 1, 2008 all applicants
must use the regular process regardless of
experience.

To be eligible for certification through
Grandfathering (experience and practice), an
applicant must meet the following criteria:

1. The applicant must hold an active license or
registration (as applicable) in a U.S.
jurisdiction, whereby the applicant is eligible
to act in responsible charge of structural
engineering projects. The license and/or
registration must have been awarded on or
before June 19, 2005 and must remain valid
continuously through the time of application.
2. The applicant must be actively engaged in
the practice of structural engineering for a
period of not less than 3 years immediately
preceding the application for certification
(includes full-time professional academic
engagements teaching structural engineering
coursework at the university level).

Hallmarks of the program include an emphasis
on current practice and continuing education.
By emphasizing the need for continued
professional development, the SECB seeks to
identify, to the public and the stakeholders,
those engineers qualified to practice structural
engineering.

NCSEA Excellence in Structural

structural engineering.

Entries must be submitted by a licensed
PE or SE and have been completed
between January 1, 2005 and December
31, 2007. Submittals will be judged based
on the quality of the structural “design”
portion of the project.

New projects, renovations, rehabilitation,
structural upgrades and adaptive reuse of
buildings, other structures, and bridges are
eligible. Projects may be located
anywhere in the world. Awards will be
presented in five project categories:

New buildings under $30 Million

New buildings $30 Million to $100
Million

New buildings over $100 Million

New bridge and transportation
structures

Other structural design projects

The awards will be presented at the NCSEA
Annual Conference Awards Banquet in
Cleveland, Ohio on October 25, 2008.
